Chehalis-Centralia Railroad and Museum 
Chehalis, Wash. – June 17, 2010 - the Chehalis-Centralia Railroad & Museum will host the sixth annual Kid’s Day on July 10th to help families celebrate the train heritage of Lewis County. Kids will be invited to have free rides on the popular pump cars, hunt for Pennies in a Haystack, take a Cookie Walk, and play with model trains. Everyone will learn about safety practices by local fire departments that will have equipment on display. Operation Life Saver will present tips on train safety issues and the Child ID program info will be available. Hot dogs will be available on site. 

All activities are available 11:00 am till 4:00 pm.

Steam Train Rides leave the station at 11:00am, 1:00pm, 3:00pm and 5:00pm for a 1 1/4 hour ride into the Chehalis River Valley. Youth train rides will be ½ price, $4. Children 3 years and younger ride free. Adult fare is $11-14, regular fare. Ticket holders 12 years and younger will be eligible for free prize drawings. Advanced reservations are not required. 

On Sunday, July 11th, Senior Citizens will enjoy the scenic and nostalgic train ride for $1.00 off per person.  Prize drawings will be held on board for those 62 years and older.  Steam Train rides depart at 1:00pm and 3:00pm on Sunday.  At 5:00pm a Dinner Train ride features a four course dinner, with your choice of Prime Rib, Salmon, or Chicken Cordon Bleu. Seniors over 62 years old will receive a $2 discount, at $39.95 per person. Pre-paid reservations are required. Coach rides are available for $13 per person on the 5pm train. 

The renovated Milwaukee Railroad train order station and section house houses the depot, gift shop, concession stand and ticket counter.  The nostalgic depot is also an operating museum with historic and vintage train memorabilia on display for train buffs as well as the casual observer.  

With its terminus in the rail yard in Chehalis, the Chehalis-Centralia Railroad operates a 1916 Baldwin steam locomotive that pulls 1920s passenger coaches and an open air flatbed car.  This is one of only a few steam powered standard gauge tourist trains in the State of Washington.  The Steam Train rides depart from the depot located in Chehalis near Exit 77 of Interstate 5.  Follow the signs.
